A staple in Queensland, rum is derived from sugar cane & comes in many different 

varieties. Rums vary from white rums which are slightly sweet to darker rums that 

possess intense flavours of caramel, molasses & are often heavily aged in oak         

barrels, as well as spiced rums which derive flavours from added spices. 
 
 

Bundaberg Gold UP Queensland, Australia 7 

The Queensland classic. Bundy is the go to rum for a “rum & coke”, though it 

mixes well with most other soft drinks. 
 

Bundaberg Red Queensland, Australia 8 

While still unmistakably Bundy, this rum is filtered with Red Gum, which adds a level 

of smoothness, making it ideal for mixing with lighter mixers such as  ginger 

ale. Goes exceptionally well with ginger beer for a “Dark & Stormy”. 
 

Bounty White Fiji 7 

A light Island rum, Bounty is extremely versatile. Lightly flavoured & slightly sweet, 

it will mix with anything, but is perhaps nicest with soda & fresh lime, or as a classic 

daiquiri. 

 

Bacardi Superior White Puerto Rico 8 

The famous Caribbean white rum, Bacardi is charcoal filtered & aged in  

barrels. It can hold it’s own with heavier mixers such as cola, but also blends nicely 

with soda, ginger ale or raspberry lemonade. 
 

Sailor Jerry Gold Spiced Rum Virgin Islands 8 

A rum that is strong, but goes down smooth. Sailor Jerry is blended with natural 

spices, including vanilla & lime.

Scotch Whisky  

Scotland is the home of the world’s best whiskies. Each one has it’s own unique 

flavour profile & is made in different ways. A “blended” whisky is a mix of malt 

whiskies & grain whiskies. A “blended malt” whisky is a blend of only malt whiskies 

& a “single malt”  is whisky made from just one source. 
 

Malts come from one of the four regions of Scotland - Lowland, Highland, Speyside 

or Islay - & each region has their own distinct taste. 
 
 

Johnnie Walker Red Label (Blended) Scotland 7 

A blend of 35 grain & malt whiskies, Johnnie Walker Red is designed to be mixed. Either 

with dry ginger ale, soda or cola. 
 

C. hivas Regal 12 Year Old (Blended) Scotland 8

Dalwhinnie 15 Year Old (Single Malt) Highland, Scotland 12 

A serious whisky that is approachable to beginners. A smoky, yet floral aroma with a 

palate of refined malt & delicate heather. 

Glenfiddich 15 Year Old (Single Malt) Speyside, Scotland 13 
Matured in bourbon, sherry & new oak casks in a special pine vat that is never 

emptied, allowing this intense & challenging whiskey to get more complex year 

after year.

Turns out India makes fantastic whisky. Intensely strong, with subtle peat, 

strong oak and light fruit. Puts some scotches to shame - is seriously good 

stuff. Best enjoyed over ice, or neat if you’re brave.

Jim Beam Kentucky, USA 7

Made with Rye as opposed to corn, this whiskey lacks sweetness. It can be 

enjoyed mixed or in an Old Fashioned. 

Wild Turkey Kentucky, USA 8 

More intense than some, though still sweet. Is great mixed with cola or soda. 
 

Jack Daniels Tennessee, USA 8 

Another more intense bourbon, though still with a marked sweetness. 

Usually enjoyed as a “Jack & Coke”. 
 

Makers Mark Kentucky, USA 8 

A smooth bourbon that isn’t too sweet. Made with a traditional sour mash, it 

has levels of complexity & is easy to enjoy neat, on ice or with a mixer. Also 

very enjoyable in a Manhattan. 
 

Melbourne Moonshine ‘White Lightning’ Melbourne, Victoria 9 
From Australia’s deep south, White Lightning is a strong, clear corn whisky like the bathtub 

moonshine of old. Sweet & sour, mix with soda, dry ginger ale or in one of our signature 

Summer’s Moonshine Cocktails.
